Our office and Food Pantry are located on School Hill, across from the Weed Elementary School.  The 
Pantry Manager works an average of 12 hours per week on-site on Tuesdays and Wednesdays.

You will oversee a volunteer staff of typically 5 people to plan for and manage weekly food distributions 
on Tuesdays and Wednesdays. Tuesdays are preparation (stocking and pre-bagging, ordering and product 
pickup) and Wednesdays are distribution days from 11 AM - 3 PM where clients come to select and pick 
up their food choices. Think of this position like a small grocery store manager that oversees inventory 
management, keeps high standards of cleanliness and serves grateful customers.

The Pantry Manager position is open now and may be filled by volunteer or paid personnel, or a 
combination of each.  Training is available.

Pay range: Volunteer - $16 per hour. Compensation will be based on experience and references. 

Duties include food purchasing, stocking, communications with donors and food providers, maintaining 
health and safety standards in the Pantry spaces, keeping records of volunteer time, invoices, and systems 
for efficient distribution activities. Some lifting up to 35 pounds may be involved.  On-stie visits are 
welcomed.

November is one of the busiest times for our organization with special holiday food distributions and two 
major fundraisers - Run For Food on Thanksgiving Day and North State Giving Tuesday, an online giving 
event also at Thanksgiving time.  Our team members generously contribute extra volunteer time as they 
are able during this season.
